The Term Project Syllabus states as a deliverable:  A research report (5 pages minimum, 10 pages maximum), written individually) that includes background research into a relevant climate change topic, and a thorough interpretation (analysis) of your interview.

To make this easier for you, and so you need not try to integrate analysis of your interviews with your own research on climate change, we have revised this deliverable as follows:  Write a report that contains the following components.

1. A Research Paper (5 pages maximum) on a climate change topic of your choice.  Your topic could involve climate change science, impacts of climate change, public attitudes towards climate change, public attitudes about science, etc.  Draw on and extend your bibliographic research; feel free to use the assigned readings on climate change and (if you wish) any of the other assigned readings for the quarter to support any claims you make.  You can (but are not required to) draw on your own interview or your panel’s presentation.
2. A finalized Interview Analysis (5 pages maximum) which includes your codes, keywords, a complete matrix and a summary of your analysis. Optional: As a result of the panel work, you might want to revise your own Interview Analysis. If you recode your original Interview Transcript, you should include that as an appendix.
3. Your bibliography. You are only required to submit one bibliography, but if it is easier for you, you can also separate the bibliographies for (1) and (2) and include the relevant bibliography with each of those.
