Informed Consent Process: Verbal Preview


Before we begin, I need you to understand and consent to the interview.  The interview format has been approved by THE EVERGREEN STATE COLLEGE`, and this form [hand it to interviewee] lets you know that this interview poses no risk to you, all of your responses will be anonymous and confidential, and the recording (and subsequent transcript) we’ll make will only be listened to and read by me and the research team.  It will be destroyed at the end of the study. Also, you have the right to end the interview at any point, although it will really help us most if we’re able to complete the interview. It should take about one hour.  

Reminder Note for Interviewer: At the beginning it’s important to conduct the interview in an open-ended way, following and clarifying as needed what the interviewees offer. We’re trying to elicit their views, and each of the first three questions should be allowed to stretch out to capture what’s on their minds.
